The sheer
suddenness & the
unexpected nature

of the move.



The night of June 15th, 2020 would have been just
another night for any individual, yet miles away, Galwan
Valley witnessed bloodshed. 20 brave Indian soldiers of
the 16th Bihar Regiment lost their lives while
safeguarding their country, few miles away from the Line
of Actual Control (LAC). The country officials have
concealed details of the skirmish, yet one thing was
certain, it alarmed the country that this was the last
straw.

Since the Galwan Valley attacks, the government has
taken appropriate measures to retaliate, by hitting
China in a spot they weren't expecting, India banned 59
applications of Chinese origin on the grounds of breach
of data security andsovereignty concerns. Applications
sharing the same ‘Operational Ethics’ and the decoyed
versions also faced bans. By invoking its power under
Section 69 A of the Information Technology Act, the
Ministry of Electronics and IT instructed Google and
Apple to remove these apps from their respective
application store.

WHY WERE
THESE APPS
BANNED?

In a press release, The Ministry
of Electronics and IT alleged
that they had received
complaints that some mobile
applications were abusing their
control over the users' data,
channeling it unlawfully to
locations outside India. Though
India was the first country to
banish these apps, Robert
O'Brien, The US National
Security Advisor claimed that
these applications and
companies function to expand
ideological and geopolitical
agendas of the Communist
Party of China (CPC). The
border tensions between India
and China is a dominant
motive force for this ban, yet it
wasn’'t an impulse action and
solely associated with these
tensions.

THESE APPS IN
INDIA.

TikTok, by far, is one of the most synonymous
names with social media influencers and
celebrities for content creation. The video
platform had 200 million users and 120 million
monthly active users from India and clocked 5.5
billion hours of the app's usage in 2019. The ban
didn't only have a direct effect on the
influencers, but brands that used the huge
consumer database as a promotional channel
also observed a setback.

UCBrowser trailed Google Chrome as the most
used internet browsing on mobiles in India. The
Alibaba Groups platform held a market share of
22% as compared to Google’s 70%.

India’s segment contributed about 20% of the
Sharelt’'s global revenue, a Hong Kong-based
company.

Every fashionista in India has interacted with
the Chinese app Shein that had about 1 million
active users, with the majority coming from
tier-1l and tier-1ll towns in India.

Finally, CamScanner, a popular scanning
application, has more than 100 million
registered users in India.
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OPPORTUNITIES

For years, India has scuffled to
challenge China in terms of the digital
offerings provided. These Chinese
companies are densely endorsed with
capital and massive capabilities to
wide-scale their marketing tactics.
This move can have a colossal effect on
the start-up culture in India, providing
a contingency to flourish globally
while also valuing data privacy. With
the digital wave hitting the country,
there’'s a window for these start-ups to
thrive. The Government recently
announced the ‘Atmanirbhar App
Innovation Challenge’, an initiative to
promote an upcoming, secure and
independent digital India. These
startups can provide solutions and
services that can fill the gap created
by these Chinese products and
services.

HOW HAS THIS

MOVE AFFECTED

INDIA?

With the economy spiralling, the
Chinese companies residing in India
are expected to layoff employees. The
ban has jeopardised TikTok's parent
company, ByteDances decision to
invest $1 billion in India. Alibaba
owned UCWeb, also terminated, and
let go of employees. The company,
that had entered the country almost a
decade ago, had 100 employees yet
the number of layoffs hasn't been
officially revealed yet. On the other
hand, Club Factory, a fashion, and
beauty e-commerce store has
reduced payments to the sellers
having enforced “Force Majeure Event”
(@ clause in the contract that frees
both parties from liability or obligation
when an extraordinary event or
circumstance is beyond the control of
the parties).

The ban also has had ramifications
on Indian startups and heavy
investments by Chinese firms are
presumed to stop and the contracts
cancelled, in certain extreme cases.
The business sentiment between
the Chinese and Indian’s has
certainly hindered, causing cash flow
and liquidity hiccups and these
companies have to turn their heads
towards other countries for funding.

THE FALL IN THE
TRADE DEFICIT.

India currently observes a $48.66
Billion trade deficit (fall from $53.56
billion) India has observed a massive
Anti-China sentiment ever since the
frequent border clashes. From
people hurling their televisions from
the balconies to ministers boycotting
Chinese food, the nation saw a wave
of change in their behavior towards
Chinese products. Though there
were No aggressive announcements,
public sector companies are
desisting from new contracts while
anti-duties are being imposed.
Certain regulations and quality
norms have been set for certain
goods.

With the aggressive steps taken by the
Governemt of India, it's almost certain that
the rational Indian consumer has realised
the extent of China’s interference and
disruptions in both the economy and
security matters of India. The initial steps
taken, surely is a long path to walk, yet it
shows a sovereign and a united front from
the people of India. The current events may
seem symmetrical to the USA-China trade
war but this has certainly paved the way for
Indian companies to thrive and capture the
markets instead of pondering about the
lost opportunities. The ones to make the
first move will be the biggest winners while
the others would patiently hope to wait for
another window of opportunity.

“Introduction to Cryptos”:

The first part of this piece covers the
procedure and nuances involved when
one invests in  Cryptocurrencies
(“cryptos”) from India. It has to be noted
that the Indian regulation is still murky
at this juncture and we are all
awaiting a clear sign.

With the extremely volatile pricing,
cryptos have become a hot favourite
amongst the growing middle class and
the rich. It is much easier to trade in
cryptos now than it was two years back.
It is completely managed electronically
through distributed ledger (blockchain)
technology. The pride of this tech is its
security, in transferring value,
documents, anything anywhere.

Bitcoin is the world's first decentralised
digital currency. It is not owned or
controlled by any government or
financial institution. Other substitutes
to Bitcoin are Ethereum, Litecoin,
Ripple, Peercoin, Namecoin, Quarkcoin,
and Zetacoin. The cost of one bitcoin is
around 856 lacs. Another major
advantage of cryptos, is that you can
invest fractionally.
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There are some trusted apps/ websites
through which you can begin investing.
Some of them are UnoCoin, CoinSecure,
Zebpay, etc. But, caveat emptor.

“Should I set up a wallet?”

The Bitcoin apps ensures automatic
set up of a bitcoin wallet on account
creation, which helps in storing
and selling bitcoins.

“Are my returns taxable?”

You are taxed up to 30% for short-term
investments and around 20% for
long-term capital gains (3 years), plus
additiaaonal surcharges and cess
depending on your total income’s
bracket.

“Other considerations”

Like every other investment, cryptos
are riddled with risks, and you need to
analyse, do your research and then
make a decision to invest or not. Start
with a small amount of money; a
certain amount of allocation in your
portfolio, to test it before you make a
leap of faith and go all in.

The process of opening accounts and
undertaking transactions can be
simply done via most crypto exchange/
trading websites one visits. Hence, that
should be least of your concerns. It's
the fundamentals that you need to be
careful with. Analyse what drives that
particular crypto, what are its beta
factors, and does it really have an
underlying value, or it does not!
Fortunately, trading/ investing in
cryptos is not the only way to profit
from it. Cryptos are based on
Blockchain tech, which is growing
leaps and bounds every year, and for
people at university levels, viz. you, this
is a good time to know about more
avenues where you can develop your
skills.

Martin Luther King Jr., on the 28th of August 1963 delivered these lines in front
of 2,50,000 activists. This moment was etched into history as the defining
moment of the civil rights movement. 56 years, 8 months, and 27 days later,
another African-American man, carved his name in history, taking the media
and the citizen of United States of America and uniting them for a cause, the
same cause Martin Luther King, Jr, Jefferson, and Lincoln stood for, but at the

expense of George Floyd's life.

President Abraham Lincoln abolished
slavery in the year 1865, yet were the
African-Americans truly relieved of the
vicious tags they carried through the
centuries? Discrimination, racism, prej-
udice is still the stigma of the contem-
porary era, nullifying everything the
greatest leaders in the world preached
and fought for. Despite labeling the
world to be in a modern era with the
advancements, as a society, we have
one leg in the past and one leg in the
present, while our morals, ethics, and
upbringing, is just a push away from
losing balance and collapsing on to our
world.

George Floyd was just another com-
moner entering a food store to pur-
chase something. In about 35 minutes,
his words “l can’t breathe” became the
voice to fight injustice and police bru-
tality around the world. Yet, this wasn’t
the first time in the past decade, an
event involving racial bias had caused
people to unite. Today racism is as prev-
alent as poverty, global warming, and a
war. All the aforementioned examples
are active examples of a fight: fight for
survival, fight for nature, fight for domi-
nance, with racism abeing the fight for
humanity.

Anthony Joshua, a two-time unified
heavyweight boxing champion said,
“The virus has been declared a pan-
demic.

Joshua draws a comparison between
COVID-19 and racism, both being a life
taking virus spreading across all sec-
tors. Right from the entertainment
industry to sports to corporate life and
even to the extent of your personal life,
racial profiling and bias have become
the parameter for judgments.

The 88th Academy Awards, hosted in 2016
drew criticism from the industry due to
the lack of diversity. A majority of the
nominees were Caucasians and the trend
#OscarSoWhite, blew on social media
websites, with various artists expressing
their concerns due to the lack of inclu-
sions and basing it on racism and asking
for the awards to be boycotted. Yet, there
were 2 sides of the story presented, where
people argued that the nominees were
based on talents and to imply that it was
based on a race card was inappropriate,
while the other argument sparked was
that every story needs to be told and
everyone should be a part of the art. As a
result, the industry was divided into their
own opinions.



The following year observed a rise in the
nominees with black artists, with every cate-
gory including an artist of African-American
origin. There were still opinions skewing on
either side with a hypothesis forming that if
the preceding year (2016) didn't have the
#OscarSoWhite movement, would these
films still be a part of the award ceremony
which has been in debates for a long time.
Yet the common statement shared was, art
has no boundaries and it deserves to be cel-
ebrated irrespective of the occasion and
platform.

The two most significant, major game console developing companies, Sony and
Microsoft, will be seen battling over our holiday money this winter. The highly
anticipated Xbox Series X and PS5, both are expected to hit the markets by the end of
November. When comparing the two gaming giants, there is a lot of information to
comprehend. Thankfully, there are new specifications being revealed on a day to day
basis. Both consoles will deliver up to 8k resolutions, best in class processors,
high-speed SSDs, backward compatibility and high frame rates. Looking back at the
PS4 and Xbox one, we can undeniably assume that the two upcoming consoles may
not be similar beyond that. Due to the cut throat competition, needless to say, it
wouldn't be a piece of cake to decide between the two superior gaming
machine.
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Sony seems to have a

clear advantage over

Xbox when it comes
to Virtual Reality.

Let's take a look at the hardware first.
There doesn't seem to be a major
difference in the CPUs of the two, the PS5
with 3.5 GHz AMD Zen 2 and Xbox with
3.8 GHz of the same. The Xbox would
supposedly be slightly faster. The GPU
processing power of 10.3 teraflops and 12
teraflops for the PS5 and Xbox X, seems
guite steep.

A teraflop refers the number of
operations per second a piece of
hardware can handle. The SSD can be a
game changer too, since both come with
built in SSDs the loading process is made
to be much faster.

The upcoming Xbox would have a fairly
conservative design. It resembles a
vertical PC tower, with a smooth, black
framework and the disc drive being in
front of the console.

This works well geometrically, since you'd
be able to place it horizontally too. On the
other hand, the PS5 design is quite fresh.
As showcased In June,

the console looks like a rounded lack
rectangle, surrounded by two white
wings that almost come together in
downward triangular figure.
Notably, this console will be available in
two different layouts: a standard
version with a disc drive, and a Digital
edition without one. It seems like, the
Xbox design is more of a traditional one,
whereas the PS5 is more of an
experimental one.

The PS5 exclusives are true PS5
exclusives, that means one won't be able
to play the exclusives like Spider-Man:
Miles Morales, Ratchet & Clank: Rift Apart
and Horizon: Forbidden West on PC.

On the other hand, after the Xbox games
showcase on the 23rd of July, we have a
much better idea of what to expect from
the Xbox exclusives. The biggest title
game being Halo Infinite, we would also
have Senua's Saga : Hellblade Il as an
exclusive. The Xbox has a potential edge
in this segment as every Xbox X game
will be available for PC unlike the PS5.
Microsoft, by all accounts, is prioritising
an ecosystem over an individual
console.



Sony seems to have a clear advantage
over Xbox when it comes to Virtual
Reality. The PS5 will be completely
compatible with the PlayStation VR
headset, whereas Microsoft has shown
no sign of an Xbox VR headset. Howev-
er, as the VR headset is an extended
purchase, and are bought at exorbitant
rates. It really may vary how interested
you are in the VR tech. The PS5 will
come with a storage capacity of 825 GB
with 16 GB worth of RAM, whereas the
Xbox X would have TTB worth of storage
with the same RAM. However, in both
consoles, one can expand its storage
through third party SSDs.

For the moment, talking about the
prices of these two supreme con-
soles is an exercise in speculation.
Even though it's too early to tell,
and there are too many missing
pieces to interpret the price , we
still have a lot of hints for the same.
The PS4 had launched at 400$%,
whereas the Xbox One had
launched at 500%, but not to forget
that these consoles were launched
back in 2013, and in a very different
market at very different stages for
their respective companies.

Sony was trying to recover itself
from the lack of success from the
PS3, and Microsoft had believed
that it would fundamentally
change the media landscape on its
hands. There have been umpteen
supposed leaks for the expected
prices of these consoles by various
professional gamers, online retail-
ers and analysts have put the price
of the PS5 as high as $1043 and as
low as $396. As for the Xbox X
Series, it is expected to priced at
least $499. But these leaks or esti-
mations can’t be trusted, not least
cause Sony and Microsoft are yet to
make an official announcement
regarding the prices of their
respective consoles.
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To conclude, the Xbox X series and the
PS5 have captured the media both, are
expected to fundamentally upgrade
the concept of gaming to a whole new
level. The anticipation to get hands on
experience with the beautifully made
consoles is on a constant rise and hype.
Some consumers may simply want to
wait to see if the consoles are worth the
upgrade, and the impact of the pan-
demic on many people's income could
influence the decision. Being such
worthy competitors, choosing the
better one is one hell of a task, and this
can only be told with time, and official
announcements.

Moreover, the products are microwave and
refrigerator friendly and entail the capacity to hold
liquids of any kind for up to 24 hours without any
leakages. There are no added binders, chemicals,
additives, plastic, or wax lining.

Priced a little over 15% than its plastic counterparts
and 35% over Styrofoam ones, these can be
purchased from Amazon, Snapdeal, and through
the numerous local distributors all over the
country.

The brainchild of a senior engineer from
Hyderabad, Bakeys produces consumable
cutleries made from wheat and a few other
additives which can be eaten after meals or
thrown away to compost.

More than half of the plastic cutleries
manufactured are thrown away without even
being considered for recycling which more
often than not ends up becoming a menace to
the oceans, rivers, and seas, contaminating the
waterways.

These consumable or otherwise compostable
products are manufactured using wheat, rice,
and millet and are available for purchase in a
wide variety of flavours such as cumin,
mint-ginger, carrot-beetroot, and sugar. The
products have a shelf-life of 24 months and will
naturally decompose, if not consumed, within
7 days.
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Taking the zero-waste concept to an unprecedented level,
Korra Jeans has provided a modern take in the recently
emerging world of sustainable fashion. This online apparel
enterprise creates custom made jean garments for its
customers. Their product line includes jeans, jackets, and
skirts for both men and women. Each garment is
handmade by a single tailor who is accountable for the full
product, thus assuring the finest quality. The raw materials
used are either sourced sustainably or make use of

manufacturing, the products come wrapped in a piece of
leftover denim fabric that is deemed unfit for production
and even their business card is made with denim paper.

On average, their products are priced between Rs. 2900
and Rs. 8900. This might seem costly when compared to
the fast-fashion denim products of Zara, H&M, and the
likes of it. However, it's a marginal price to pay from the
perspective that every purchase made is diverted from
